Six Sigma is a methodology which has been used for over 20 years by industry and other entities to drive improvement.  During that time it has evolved from being statistical problem solving to eliminate defects to being a methodology that includes techniques process improvement, for product and process design, and business process design and improvement.  Six Sigma continues to provide value to business and to the careers of people who effectively apply it.  Eastman has been using this methodology for over 5 years.  This presentation will discuss the chemical industry and Eastman and then discuss the different types of Six Sigma methodology. Then the systems on how Eastman Chemical Company has used Six Sigma to provide significant economic value to its operational and business processes will be discussed.

Key projects in the company have included helping develop Eastman’s first Quality Policy, implementing Statistical Process Control systems in manufacturing, leading the ISO 9000 implementation in the company, and in 1993 guiding the application and receipt of the Malcolm Baldrige National Quality Award for Eastman.
He served on the U.S. Department of Commerce Baldrige Board of Examiners for six years as a lead examiner and reviewed the management systems of over a dozen companies.
He is now the Director, Global Quality and has responsibility for Six Sigma for the company, statistical support for the company, corporate quality assurance issues, and responsibility for company compliance to cGMP (current Good Manufacturing Practices) for Eastman products subject to FDA (Food and Drug Administration) regulations.
